Tule Lake Pilgrimage 2010 

It has been 68 years since the U.S. government unjustly incarcerated 

110,000 men, women and children of Japanese ancestry in 10 War 

Relocation Authority  camps, implementing a policy of exclusion and 

detention mandated by Executive Order 9066.   

 

Tule Lake became the largest and most controversial WRA camp 

when, in 1943, it was converted into a high-security Segregation

The Tule Lake Pilgrimage 

is a four-day journey to the former Tule Lake Segregation Center 35 miles 

from the California-Oregon border.  The pilgrimage program includes:

¶ Panel discussion and other presentations and activities to learn the his-

tory of Tule Lake and explore its relevance to the present day. 

We especially encourage survivors who were segregated in Tule Lake and 

their families to join us at this pilgrimage.  These memories are a valuable part 

of our history, and we hope you will share your stories of our unsung Japa-

nese American past.

Registrations will be limited to the 

first 300 applications received.  Please 

submit forms and fees no later than April 

30, 2010.  Early registration facilitates plan-

ning and is much appreciated. 

Castle Rock Hike forms must be filled out, along with your regis-

tration, if you want to participate in this vigorous early morning 

hike and climb. 

Persons who require medical or other assistance must attend with 

someone who can provide such assistance. 

Cost (includes transportation, housing, meals, and all activities) 

$395.00 per person 

$325.00 for students and persons on fixed incomes 

Free for persons incarcerated at Tule Lake who are 80 & over, and 

children 6 & under. 

After April 30, 2010, registration is $450.00 on a 

space available basis.
